
Attach silicon border to mask Attach outlet valve

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Green led on indicates equipment
running and battery charged.

Green led flashing every one second
indicates low battery. 

Blue led flashes every one second for four times and 
the devices turns off, indicating cup out of liquid.

Blue led flashing quickly and the device turns off, 
indicating disconnected, loose or damaged cup.

Make sure the device is turned off

FAST GUIDE

Green led flashing quickly and turning off, 
indicates empty battery. Charge needed.

Blue led flashes quickly every two seconds and the
device is on, indicating turbo mode activated.

If the equipment is on
and does not generate
aerosol, check that no 

liquid drops have
accumulated at the

bottom of the cup. Dry
with a paper napkin or

cotton swab.
